“And therefore never send to know for whom the bell tolls; it tolls for thee.”

This title illustrates well what will be taking place inside the so-called Hacienda in
Manchester, this coming Saturday and Sunday 27/28 December 1996. The conference
“On the legacy of Situationist revolt”, under the tutelage of the Délégation Culturelle
Frangaise and Manchester University is a bad joke. Only jerks would accept to back-up
such a stinking enterprise. All those who will be speaking from the pulpit will be dishing
out their poxy views on various aspects of the SI, and one can say without fear of being
wrong that it is a subject they know little about, their speeches will be a rehash of the
various books already on the market. What these experts lack is the work of the negative.
In other words, the theory that they will voice will do nothing to advance radical practice
in 1996.

You never leave Oxbridge, as he knows too wpll, it heflps for contacts in rt) e
media world. Is it by chance that Home is delivering his mess in the fifth man bar?

Other speakers like Gérard Berreby, Pascal Dumontier, and Gilles Tordjman are willing to
be chaired by Malcolm Imrie. Imroid is a real nasty creep. a few years ago he attacked
surrealists , lettrists an situationists in the New Statesman on the 26th November 1986.

He then went to Paris and contacted Annie Le Brun in order to make a documentary
about Sade. But he forgot to tell her about his foul move. Later, when one of us met her,
she told us she had met an Englishman and of course the truth came out. Todhy
Perfidious Albion continues its work through our man called Imrie. Berreby, Dumontier
and Tordjman have only themselves to blame. In his obituary of Guy Debord, in The
Grauniad, Imrie spoke of his faux-pas which terminated their relationship. He did not dare
recall that it was the New Statesman incident which was the reason of his fall from grace.

second day with one of her ghastly lectures, where she will inform everyone that wimmin
are much better than men at working cyber-technology. In other words, they are better
modern slaves. Poor Plant , she hasn’t got a clue, but has carved a little niche for herself




Allin all the Hacienda conference is a real mess. A fine illustration of cashing in, sharing
out the booty graverobbed from the SI, and consequently from history itself.

We have come to Manchester to annoy all those who love a nice safe approach to life and
to remind them that the spectre of the social revolution roams the world. From the
Chiapas to present day France which was nicely disrupted by a wonderful winter wave of

strikes and discontent.

What is taking place at the Hacienda is largely the fault of Guy Debord. He remained
silent at the time of the SI exhibition in the Beaubourg refinery which then went to the
London and Boston ICAs.

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Refutation of a few judgements passed on Guy Debord and his books

Recently, Guy Debord died.
Recently, things have been said, and critical Jjudgements have been published.
Practically everything that has been said will not be useful for writing the history of a
movement and a man. Guy Debord had opportunely named an epoch where everyone,
transformed into spectator of his or her lifc, was ipso facto expelled from his own
history. Consequently, this epoch seems only to have constantly expelicd Guy Debord
from his own. It could be said that “All’s fair in war”, if the war, even metaphorically
speaking, had not bccqmc definitively dirty. Whoever has frequented reasonably
closely the books of Debord knows very well that enters a symbolic space where his
fellow men and women constantly excommunicatc one another in the name of a
supcrior radicality. The climate of generalised suspicion, if not of declared hate, which
reigns in that world corresponds to the impossible mourning of a movement killed off
by its own founder, and would like to re-create arti ficially a historical legitimacy of the
late-coming commentator who would have so liked to “be init”, Thus, it is useful to
recall a few banal facts: the Situationist International no longer exists. There have been
Situationists, there are no more. There is no Situationist balance-sheet. There is a
history that remains to be done.

The most recent commentaries can be put into three categories.

The Maximalist critique.

Guy Debord and his “autobiographical” books are repudiated in the name of a collective
ideal which was led astray by an avowed cult of the personality. The contract signed
between Guy Debord and Gallimard, then the posthumous broadcast of his fil

msona

French TV channel are considered to be acts of high treason. This critique has




essentially been expressed in the group most explicitly influenced by the theses of the

SI and been relayed in publications like the Bibliotheque des Emeutes.

Theoretical Refutation:

Downvaluing the theories of the SI and putting into question the importance of Guy
Debord in contemporary thought. Denunciation of a supposed “cult” organised by
Debord himself around his personality, and critique of his “theoretical weakness”.

Bruno Latour in the columns of the daily newspaper Liberation, and Regis Debray in

the review Le Debat, no. 85, mai-juin 95 {New Left Review, 215}

Ideological Recuperation

The use of praise to lessen the impact of the author’s theses and to gravely lalsify their
consequences. The partisans of this method were numerous, and we necd only mention
Philippe Sollers, Carlo Freccero, director of programmes of a TV channe! that the
English press has cven presented as a disciple, and Pierre Guillaume, former militant of
the Far Left, now in the camp of pro-nazi revisionist historians and to whom we will
devote some attention, so much is his argument testimony Lo an intelligence placed
entirely at the service of perversion.

These three forms of critique ar very different in their implications, but begin
with the same premiss: they mcan {0 denounce the admiration that some passing
sycophants would have for Debord, to the detriment of all the other personalities of the
SI and especially to the exclusion of all that makes the SI a historical whole. The reality
of the rescarch, which is still embryonic, enables us to paint a different picture. The
most solid work on the SI is now that by those who refuse any ideological parti pris
and which, by giving access 10 primary documents, shows very well that if the SI has
always wanted to inscribe rupture in its practical impact, it did not inscribe itsell less,

as avant-garde, in an inteliectual history that is not over. The works we are alluding to

are those of Gerard Berreby (Documents relatifs a la Jondation de I'IS, cd. Allia)
Pascal Dumontier (Les Situationnistes et mai 68) and, 1o a lesser extent--as it
concerns a critical monograph--, the Guy Debord by Anselme Jappe. These works
through their common desire to cover dispassionately the theoretical and social terrain
on which is built the theory of the spectacle are the most apt o provide, tomortow, new
arms for social critique. For the “situationist legacy™ that is the object of this
conference, is not transmissible in that state, since that was not the will of its creators.
When the SI asserts that the “SI will be superceded”, it inscribes itself in a dazzling
manner by its intelligent understanding of the dialcetical movement which makes
history. It is a banality to say that the world has changed since 1972 and the dissoluti
of the SI. o
But that conditions a state of fact that too many “pro-situ” latecomers do not
want to see: the social critique of tomorrow, if it still wants to have a revolutionary
impact, cannot content itself with simply rehashing theses formulated by the SI inrand
for its time. There is no SI legacy in the patrimonial sensc of the lerm, since what
survives of it today is this work of the negative, this injunction to dialectical
supersession which makes us think that the societies of tomorrow will perhaps be

Situationist, but despite themselves.

The Situationist International as Subject and Representation

To think today the Situationist movement in the framework of a historical reflection has
10 other task than to pose the question of the historical meanings of such a movement,
Itis above all to recall that the revolutionary question, the question of the
transformation of society, was posed, between 1957 and 1971, ina perspective very
different from those commonly known. To think the SI is (o think revolution, i.e. ask
how alone the central question of revolution can define the Si tuationist movement, how
this movement seized this question, and how, finally, this question returns (o the real
movement which abolishes existing conditions.

The revolutionary will of the Situationists is particularly original. It it cmerges
[rom the revolt commonly shared by a few artists of the avant-garde, it is founded
above all un a profound dissatisfation with the conditions of the socially dominant life.
In this sense, it goes far beyond the cultural revol( against the existing order and secks
the realisation of a higher game.

The critical theory of the SI, as well as its organisational practice, can only be
fully understood by understanding this fame which is none other than the revolutionary
struggle for the conscious realisation of the history by those who make it Thus, the
elaboration of Situationist theory is that of a critical theory which understands,
describes, and strives to precipitate, a movement which unfurls effectively in history.
The role of the organisatian: to communicale this theory as perfectly as possible.
Basically, it concerns a strategic and historical conception of the revolution,

But the work of the SI would have passed unnoticed, if this conception had
proved false. If the Sl is still talked about, if representations are made of it it is
obviously that the very concretc representation of a revolution came, in May-June
1968, 10 prove right the Situationist conceptions of history. What the SI was
announcing, and that no-one understood, was this real movement which wrecks the

order of domination and demands the total renewal of sacial life. The SI did not invent
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this movement; it came to meet it to dissolve itself finally in it. Ever since, a spectre

haunts the world: that of a revolution with the impact of 1968, but with a conscience.
